COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

For January 4, 2021
Remote meeting
I. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Troy Wilson called the remote meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.  Council members present at the meeting were Wilson, Alyssa Heagy, Mary LaSalle, Roy Schulz, Wendy Sienknecht, BJ Sperber and Dave Tysz. Clerk/Treasurer Kynda Browning, Fletchers, Micki Harnois, Jennifer Olson, and Danika Williams were also in attendance.
II. PROFESSIONAL CONSULTATION: Jennifer Olson was in attendance about the coalition and said city hall and the pharmacy will have envelopes for people to get to mail back their expired pharmaceuticals. The coalition will start their parenting classes next month. 
III. COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE: There were none.
IV. CORRESPONDENCE: There was none.
V. OLD BUSINESS:

A.  CRIME COMMITTEE: Alyssa Heagy reported on the crime survey that was done. 


The committee will come to the council with a suggestion from the survey results.

B.  LETTER TO RAILROAD: We will wait until we talk to John Jaeger about the 
letter that was revised.

C.  EMERGENCY ALERT SYSTEM: Wendy Sienknecht talked about suggestions for 
the emergency alert system. She received quotes from two companies, K-12 and Intrado. 
Wendy Sienknecht said she will give the information to the school.




VI. NEW BUSINESS:

A.  PUBLIC MEETING FOR CRITICAL AREAS UPDATE: Micki Harnois, the 
planner who put together the Critical Areas ordinance, talked about the proposed 
changes. We have until the end of January to adopt the Critical Areas ordinance to be 
eligible for the Department of Ecology loan for the sewer plant lift station.  The state 
agencies are reviewing it, and an environmental review is being done.   We will have a 
final public hearing to adopt it at the January 25, 2021, meeting.
B.  POSTPONE JANUARY 18, 2021, MEETING TO JANUARY 25, 2021: Mayor Wilson asked the council to move the meeting from January 18, 2021, to January 25, 2021.  Alyssa Heagy made a motion to postpone the January 18 meeting to January 25.  Dave Tysz seconded the motion; all council members voted yes.
C.  SET RATE FOR DRIVER DELIVERING WATER/SEWER SAMPLES:  Browning asked the council to consider paying $25.00 per week to deliver samples to downtown Spokane.  Roy Schulz made a motion to increase the delivery fee to $25.00 per week for delivering the samples. BJ Sperber seconded the motion; all council members voted yes. 
D.  CEMETERY WAGE: The cemetery endowment committee asked to raise Cecelia Gatica’s and Armando Sanchez's wage to $18.00 an hour, and they will pay the difference in the wage increase.  Alyssa Heagy made a motion to increase the cemetery salaries from $15.00 to $18.00 an hour contingent upon reimbursement from the cemetery endowment committee.  Dave Tysz seconded the motion; all council members voted yes.

A.  MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Wilson thanked Alyssa Heagy for doing an article for the newsletter and said if any of the other council members want to write something, let him know.

 ~Roy Schulz said he talked to Port Commissioner Karl Webber, about help building

     hangers for the city to rent out at the airport.  He said they are interested.

  ~BJ Sperber had a meeting with the maintenance crew about the roads and came up with 

    a plan.  They will get prices to chip-seal some of the roads and possibly do one block 

    of Main Street with the street levy money. They also talked about purchasing a grinder 

    for the trip hazards on the sidewalks.  He also said he is recommending they purchase

    an excavator and trailer to haul it with some of the money they have saved in the

    equipment reserves.

  ~Alyssa Heagy asked for permission to put a community garden at the rest area.  The 

    council said to go ahead.
