COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

For March 1, 2021
Remote meeting
I. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Pro-tempore Dave Tysz called the remote meeting to order at 
7:00 P.M.  Council members present at the meeting were Troy Wilson, Alyssa Heagy, John Jaeger, Mary LaSalle, Roy Schulz, Wendy Sienknecht, BJ Sperber and Dave Tysz. Clerk/Treasurer Kynda Browning, Fletchers, Jennifer Olson, Karl Webber and Danika Williams were also in attendance.
II. PROFESSIONAL CONSULTATION: Karl Webber was in attendance from the Port of Whitman County. He said they are in the process of re-evaluating the economic development for the county.   When discussing the airport, he said the port can give grants and leverage other funding for development, and they also do land acquisition.  He said we will have fiber to houses in Tekoa soon. 

Jennifer Olson, also in attendance, talked about the Healthy Tekoa Coalition. 
III. COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE: There were none.
IV. CORRESPONDENCE: There was none.
V. OLD BUSINESS:

A.  CRIME COMMITTEE: Mayor Wilson said he will talk to Mike Bogenreif about this and 
see if he is interested.

B.  LETTER TO RAILROAD: John Jaeger said he would like to wait until we all meet 
together.

C.  .09 GRANT: Roy Schulz said we can't purchase property with the .09 grant. Some of the 
suggestions were: put visitor information at the rest area and picnic tables to encourage people to 
stop, put a restroom by the basketball court, or purchase the parking lot at the Dorsey building 
for parking. After discussion, the council asked Kynda Browning to contact Eric Hanson, asking 
if the owner of the Dorsey building would be willing to trade the parking lot for the money we 
are owed for the liens. There was discussion about purchasing the property behind the Avista 
building, and then they decided to wait until next year to apply. Alyssa Heagy would like to put 
raised beds and trellis along the wall by the rest area. Mayor Wilson asked her to get prices. We 
will table this until next meeting.

D.  PARKING IN DOWNTOWN AREA: Browning will look into this.

E.  BURN PILE: Dave Tysz said we got permission from Ecology to burn the pile. There was 
discussion.  He said he is looking into another spot to burn that is not in Tekoa.  BJ Sperber said 
we should go back to burning in our own yards. There was discussion.  

VI. NEW BUSINESS:

A.  CHARGE FOR METERS AT APARTMENTS: Browning told the council that we need to 
start charging the Feeding Station Apartments for all five apartments, and the council agreed.   

B.  CHIP SEALING, MAIN STREET RECONSTRUCTION, SIDEWALK 
REPLACEMENT: BJ Sperber explained that we contacted three paving companies and 
received a bid from POE Construction to grind and put three inches of asphalt on six blocks of 
Main Street this summer. Roy Schulz made a motion to approve the bid from POE Construction 
for $99,761.00 to be paid out of the street levy fund and the carry over in the current expense 
fund. BJ Sperber seconded the motion; all council members voted yes. 
C.  CRITICAL AREAS CLARIFYING RESOLUTION NO. 21-01: Roy Schulz made a motion to approve Resolution No. 21-01 clarifying the critical areas ordinance. Alyssa Heagy seconded the motion; everyone voted yes, except Wendy Sienknecht and Dave Tysz voted no. 
D.  FEE RESOLUTION NO. 99.21-1 - UPDATE SEWER CHARGES: Roy Schulz made a motion to approve Fee Resolution No. 99.21-01 raising the sewer rates by $5.00.  Alyssa Heagy seconded the motion; all council members voted yes.
VII.
REPORTS: 


A.  MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Wilson said the upstairs of the old city hall is a mess, and he hasn't heard back from her.  He will get the maintenance crew to look at it again.

The mayor would like us to use Tekoa.gov domain so each council member could have their own email. Browning will look into it and set it up for the council. 

B.   CLERK/TREASURER REPORT: We will just have the first meeting in April.
 C.  COUNCIL REPORTS: Alyssa Heagy said she attended the small cities advisory 

committee and suggested the council review the information.

John Jaeger said if Bill Harp can't help with the fire, he would like Duane Groom to bring the 
fire truck down. There was discussion.
 D.  COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE: There were none.
