COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

For May 17, 2021
Remote meeting
I. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Troy Wilson called the remote meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.  Council members present at the meeting were Troy Wilson, Alyssa Heagy, John Jaeger, Mary LaSalle, Roy Schulz, Wendy Sienknecht, BJ Sperber and Dave Tysz. Clerk/Treasurer Kynda Browning, Casper Dee, and Jennifer Olson were also in attendance.
II. PROFESSIONAL CONSULTATION: The mayor said the lift station was approved by Department of Ecology.
III. COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE: Pete Martin was in attendance to talk about the Tekoa Trestle Trail.  They anticipate they won’t be done with the project until October. 
Casper Dee was in attendance to talk about container homes.  He is trying to purchase land in Tekoa.  It is 640 feet of living space.  He is trying to buy a piece of land on 321 S Crosby Street.  There was discussion.  He will add a stick home to the middle.  Alyssa Heagy said she likes container homes.  She asked if he is bringing in a contractor.  He is working with a company that will build it professionally.  There was discussion.  Troy Wilson showed a picture of what he is proposing.  Wendy Sienknecht asked what the market price is for one of those houses.  Alyssa Heagy said that North Carolina has them, and they appreciate in value.  There was discussion.  The mayor will contact the building inspector and have him research container homes.  
Jennifer Olson was in attendance to talk about Healthy Tekoa Coalition. 
IV. CORRESPONDENCE: There was none.
V. OLD BUSINESS:

A.  CRIME COMMITTEE: We sent the information to Mike Bogenreif and he is working on 
it.  Dave Tysz said they are short one person and wonders if anyone is interested. 

B.  LETTER TO RAILROAD: We will discuss this when we can meet in person.

C.  PARKING IN DOWNTOWN AREA: We got the parking ordinance concerning parking 
downtown.  There was discussion.  Mary LaSalle said she thinks we need to update some things.

She understands people live in apartments downtown. Residents around the corner from the 
salon, have vehicles that don’t get moved at all.  There was discussion about the city leasing the 
parking lot at the old Dorsey Chevrolet. Mary LaSalle asked if we can change the ordinance so 

someone can have one car near their home, instead of having several cars near their apartment.  
Mary LaSalle will work on a change for the ordinance.  

There was further discussion.  Mayor Wilson will ask Mike Bogenreif to talk to the gentleman 
with the cars, about moving his vehicles.

D.  BURN PILE: Dave Tysz said that he will put it into one big pile. 


E.  MAINTENANCE PERSON TO TRAIN: Mayor Wilson said Duane Groom and Kevin 
Turnbough will be retiring in the next 5 years.  He would like to hire a person to train instead of 
a summer maintenance person. Browning will look at the budget, and we will talk about it next 
month. 

VI. NEW BUSINESS:

A.  TRESTLE: Pete Martin talked about this earlier.

B.  NOXIOUS WEEDS: There was discussion.
C.  WHITNEY BLOOM HOME: She came in and got a building permit to start her house.
D.  INTERNET AT THE COMMUNITY CENTER: We received two bids for 6 Mbps up/2 Mbps down - for $40 from both internet providers. We will find out install fees and go with the cheapest for install.
E. DOWNTOWN PARK UPDATES - HELP FOR CHAMBER OF COMMERCE: Mary LaSalle asked if we will get money for PPE that the park can use.  She also asked about a picnic table and flag pole for the downtown park.  Dave Tysz said that the wall is moving at the park next to the pharmacy.  There was discussion about the city purchasing a picnic table for the park.  We were told we cannot purchase a table for the park.
Troy Wilson left at this time. Dave Tysz, Mayor Pro-tempore presided over the meeting.
F. 2020 ANNUAL REPORT REVIEW: Browning presented the 2020 Annual Report to the council.  John Jaeger made a motion to approve the annual report as presented.  Roy Schulz seconded the motion; all council members voted yes.

A.  MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Wilson was not in attendance.  He had asked to find out when the council wants to meet this summer. There was discussion about whether we can have meetings in person or not. We will have a meeting on June 21, July 19, August 16, and September 20.

  Alyssa Heagy said the council members up for election need to file this year and said AWC has

  webinars for small cities.
  Wendy Sienknect talked about trucks going too fast through town and that people would like to 


 know what happens at the meetings from the mayor.  She will let him know.
