B.  REMOVE KYNDA BROWNING AS PERSONAL GUARANTOR, APPOINT ELIZA

EVANS-TEAGUE AS ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE CREDIT CARD ACCOUNT:


The council discussed the City of Tekoa’s credit card account details.  Shelly Ausmus moved to remove Kynda Browning as personal guarantor from the City of Tekoa’s credit card account and appoint Eliza Evans-Teague as administrator.  Wendy Sienknecht seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.


C.  DISCUSS RENAMING THE COMMUNITY CENTER:  The council discussed renaming the Tekoa Community Center.   The council directed Eliza Evans-Teague to solicit names from the community in the January newsletter.  

D.  LEOFF 1 RETIRED OFFICER BENEFITS:  Eliza Evans-Teague introduced an alternative scenario for providing comprehensive health benefits to the city’s single LEOFF 1 retired officer.  The council discussed the comparison of the two plans.  Shelly Ausmus moved to change the offered health benefit for our LEOFF 1 retiree to Medicare Advantage.  B.J. Sperber seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
